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How we deal with waste is
a key issue for the region.
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ALIGNING REGIONAL DELIVERY

There are a wide range of organisations responsible for the economic, social
and environmental well-being of South East England. To strengthen regional
accountability and help ‘join up’ the delivery of public policy, we hold
regular dialogue with organisations such as the NHS and the Environment
Agency. We are looking to extend these public conversations with other
organisations, such as the Learning and Skills Council, during 2007-08.

Health

We modified our approach to addressing health issues during 2006-07. The Health Summit,
previously a once-a-year meeting, now meets several times a year. The group is now made up of
senior members and officers from a number of key regional organisations with responsibility for,
or an interest in, health in the region. This includes the NHS, GOSE, SEEDA and social care
representatives. Convened by the Assembly Chairman, the first meeting of the group in March
2007 considered a range of issues, including health service reform and the links between various
regional strategies and their critical role in improving public health in the South East. Alongside
the summit, the Heathy Region Forum is an annual public conference enabling a broad spectrum
of organisations a wide range of input on health issues of regional significance. The group will
first meet in its new format in summer 2007.

Social Inclusion

The Asssembly continues to contribute to a number of groups addressing social inclusion in the
region. As a member of the Social Inclusion Partnership South East (SIPSE), the Assembly
contributes to the development of social inclusion policies and we are engaged in the review of
the South East’s Social Inclusion Statement. The review was the outcome of a recommendation
from one of our previous select committees on poverty and inclusion. Assembly members and
officers have supported the South of England Refugee and Asylum Seeker Consortium,
contributing to discussions on dispersal policy and funding, and will be involved with the new
South East Strategic Partnership for Migration which is superseding this group during 2007-08.

Environment

The Assembly held its annual dialogue meeting with the Environment Agency in Portsmouth in
February 2007. Assembly members discussed the implementation of the South East Plan and the
Environment Agency’s role in delivery. There were presentations from Environment Agency
directors, with discussions focusing on environmental infrastructure, biodiversity, water and waste.
The Partnership for Urban South Hampshire (PUSH) contributed to discussions on the flood
defences in the region. A number of actions were agreed which we hope will continue to
enhance our working relationships with the Agency in taking forward delivery on key
environmental priorities in the region. These include:

i The Assembly to respond to the consultation on strengthening the sustainable home standard

ii Dialogue to be initiated with water companies and regulators regarding their role in education

iii Dialogue at the sub-regional and local level to be maintained, particularly looking at the
strategic flood risk assessment results

iv Future joint work between the Assembly and the Agency to include:

• Identifying and narrowing the funding gap for environmental infrastructure

• Investigating alternative approaches for delivering new development in flood risk areas.
